Preschool Reminders

Please remember to have your child's name on their backpack. It makes it easier for them to identify and for
us to pack. Lots of important information is coming home and we want to ensure it gets to the correct house.

When entering our driveway for drop off and pick up please do not block the parking lot entrance. Please stay
in the appropriate lane and proceed to the back of the building. We understand there will always be a line
forming but we have Childcare families and staff coming and going at various times during the day. Thank you
for your understanding and teamwork in keeping our lines moving safely.

When waiting in the car line please do not block the crosswalk in the back of the building that quides our
students safely to the playground. We have many classes crossing at various times of the day and want to
ensure their safety.

While in the car line, please remember to have your child in the back seat on the passenger side of the
vehicle, unbuckled and ready to go. Please keep your little ones seated and inside the car. Please stay off

your cell phones and remember to put your car in park when our teachers are getting students out of your
cars.

Please ensure there is a (weather appropriate) complete set of clothing in your child's backpack, in a Ziploc
with your child's name on it. Accidents can happen at any time. If your child needs to change clothes for any
reason an O0OPS Report will be sent home explaining what happened.

Please have your child wear playground friendly footwear. Sneaker type shoes with a back are best for
climbing and running. We do not want anyone getting injured while they are having fun.

When in the car line please have your child's name placard visible for our teachers and aides to see. Hanging
from your rear view mirror, attaching them to your visor or holding them up are great options. When they
are placed on your dash they often sink down and we cannot see them. Thank you!

If your child has a potty accident while they are here that they cannot change themselves, we will be calling
you to come and change them. It is most helpful if your child knows how to dress themselves independently.
Thank you for understanding and fostering this level of independence.

Tuition
Tuition payments are due the first of each
month regardless of what day that falls on.
Payments received after the 7™ will incur a
$15 accumulating late fee.
Please make checks payable to OCF (Oswego
Christian Foundation). OCF is the legal entity
responsible for the preschool.
You can leave payments in our outside or lobby
drop boxes, place in your child’s home folder
inside their backpack or use PayPal through
our website. We do not accept credit cards in
the building.
